- strongly consider an intervention in the 
South Africa v Israel case at the ICI, as a 
matter of urgency after the Court has made 
its order on preliminary measures and the 
filing by South Africa of its memorial in the 
case, which is the only appropriate process 
to do so and following the necessary legal 
and policy analysis; 

- continue to underline the independence and 
impartiality of the ICC and to support its 
work; insist that all States, whether they are 
parties to the Rome Statute or not, 
cooperate with the ICC investigation Into
